By-law 3.18 - Over lapping Control of Club Members 

(a) For all purposes of this Article 3.18: 
 i) “person”  shall include an individual, sole proprietorship, partnership, 

unincorporated association, unincorporated syndicate, unincorporated 
organization, trust, body corporate and a natural person in his or her capacity as 
legal representative. 

 ii) “ related persons”  shall include: persons related by blood or marriage 
(including all forms of in-laws); a partnership, unincorporated association, 
unincorporated syndicate, unincorporated organization, trust or body corporate 
and the person(s) who has an interest in or, directly or indirectly, in whole or in 
part, control, direct or exercise influence over the operation, management or 
governance of, or voting by, it; and any two  or more partnerships, 
unincorporated associations, unincorporated syndicates, unincorporated 
organizations, trusts or bodies corporate whose operation, management, 
governance or voting are, directly or indirectly, under the same or overlapping 
control, direction or influence.  

 
(b) Subject to any written agreement entered into by the Board for reasons which it 

deems, acting reasonably, to be in the best interests of the GTHL, no person, 
related persons or group of persons may have an interest in or, directly or 
indirectly, in whole or in part, control, direct or exercise influence over the 
operation, management or governance of, or voting by, more than: one Club 
member in the AAA category; and one Club member in the AA and/or A 
categories. Should the Board of Directors believe, acting reasonably, that such is 
not or may be not the case with respect to any two or more Club members, it may 
require Statutory Declarations sworn under oath, in a form satisfactory to the 
Corporation’s counsel, from the registered representatives of such Club members 
declaring the names of all persons who have an interest in or, directly or 
indirectly, in whole or in part, control, direct or exercise influence over the 
operation, management or governance of, or voting by, such Club members. 
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(c) Subject to paragraph (d), the Board of Directors may immediately terminate the 

membership of any Club member, and may also suspend the registered 
representatives of any Club member, for violation of paragraph (b) or for failing 
to submit any Statutory Declaration required of it pursuant to paragraphs (b) or 
(d) of this Article 3.18.  Should the Board of Directors reasonably believe that 
acceptance of any application for Club membership would cause or lead to a 
violation of Article 3.18 by two or more Club members, the Board of Directors 
may, in addition to its general powers under Articles 3.05 and 3.10, require 
Statutory Declarations sworn under oath, in a form satisfactory to the 
Corporation’s counsel,  from the registered representatives of such Club 
members declaring the names of all persons who have an interest in or, directly 
or indirectly, in whole or in part, control, direct or exercise influence over the 
operation, management or governance of, or voting by, such Club members 
and/or reject such application for membership. 

 
(d) Any Club Members which may be in violation of paragraph (b) as of May 11, 

2004 shall declare same to the Board of Directors in Statutory Declarations 
sworn under oath, in a form satisfactory to the Corporation’s counsel, executed 
by the registered representatives of such Club members listing all persons who 
have an interest in or, directly or indirectly, in whole or in part, control, direct or 
exercise influence over the operation, management or governance of, or voting 
by, each such Club member. Any such Club member that submits such a 
Statutory Declaration, on or before June 15, 2004, provided same is true and 
complete, may be permitted by the Board of Directors, in its discretion to delay 
compliance with paragraph (b), provided that such permission applies only to 
relationships between or among Club members as may exist as of May 11, 2004.

4.4 Payment of Entry Fees. Within 15 days of being notified of the Teams that have been 
approved for the next following Season, each Club must pay to the League Office 50% of the 
entry fees applicable for those Teams. The balance of the entry fees must be submitted by May 
15. A Club that fails to pay the entry fees applicable for the Teams that have been approved in 
accordance with this Rule 4.4 will lose its protection rights with respect to its then current minor 
bantam to juvenile players.  

4.5 Withdrawing Teams. A Club may, by notice in writing delivered to the League Office or by 
e-mail sent to the League Office’s e-mail address, withdraw a Team that has been awarded to it 
for the next Season. A Club that withdraws a Team prior to July 1 shall not be assessed a 
withdrawal fee. A Club that withdraws a Team after July 1, shall be assessed a withdrawal fee of 
$500.  

ADDITIONAL WORDING:  
 
The amendment is made by adding the following sentence at the end of Rule 4.4:   
 
As provided herein, entry fees, once paid, are non-refundable.  Where a Team approved for  
the following Season is withdrawn on or  before May 15 but after  an entry fee has been paid, 
then $500 of the entry fee ($250 in the case of a juvenile Team) will not be refunded to the 
Club upon the withdrawal of the Team.  Where a Team approved for  the following Season 
is withdrawn after  May 15, all of the entry fee for  such Team shall be for feited and will not 
be refunded to the Club upon withdrawal of the Team. 
 
 The amendment is also made by replacing the last sentence of Rule 4.5 with the 
following: 
 
A Club that withdraws a Team approved for  the following Season at any time after  July 1 
shall be assessed and shall pay, in addition to the for feiting of the entry fees provided in 
Rule 4.4, a withdrawal fine of $500. 
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RATIONALE: 

The amendment will clarify that entry fees, when paid, are non-refundable.  Any installment of an 
entry fee shall be forfeited if a Team is withdrawn after that installment has been paid.  In 
addition, if a Team is withdrawn after July 1, the Club will be assessed a fine of $500.  The effect 
of this amendment is that a Club puts $500 ($250 for a juvenile team) at risk upon acceptance of 
an entry and prior to tryouts.  Since the second installment is not due until after tryouts, a Club 
should be able to readily assess whether or not it will have sufficient players committed and 
signed before the second installment is due.  The fine is assessed after July 1 to reflect the real 
and substantial costs incurred by the League when a Team is withdrawn after July 1.

Midget AAA Teams will be allowed until October 15 to register 15 Legitimate Players. 
After October 15, midget AAA Teams must have a minimum of 15 Legitimate Players.  
 

5.11 L imit of Five Games After  January 10. A player may play an unlimited number of games 
for the player’s Higher Affiliate Team up to January 10. After January 10, such player may only 
play up to 5 games with such Higher Affiliate Team and still remain eligible to play for the Team 
with which the player is registered. Once the player has been listed to play a sixth game with the 
Higher Affiliate Team, the player may not, for the balance of the Season, play in any exhibition, 
tournament, regular season or playoff game with the Team with which the player was registered 
immediately prior to playing that sixth game with the Higher Affiliate Team. 
 
REVISED WORDING:  
 
5.1(a) All Teams, other than midget AAA Teams, must have a minimum of 15 Legitimate 
Players (See Rule 2.1 for definition) registered prior to their first regular season game.  Midget 
AAA Teams will be allowed until October 15 to register 15 Legitimate Players.  After October 
15, midget AAA Teams must have a minimum of 15 Legitimate Players.  Any Team that has a 
minimum of 15 Legitimate Players registered as of November  16 in any Season shall be 
deemed to have 15 Legitimate Players registered for  the balance of the Season.   
 
5.11 L imit of Five Games After  January 10.  A player may play an unlimited number of 
games for the player’s Higher Affiliate Team up to January 10.  After January 10, such player 
may only play up to a maximum of 5 games (whether  league or  playoff games) with such 
Higher Affiliate Team and still remain eligible to play for the Team with which the player is 
registered.  I f after  January 10 a player  has played 5 such games with the player ’s Higher  
Affiliate Team and if the Team with which such player  is registered only has registered 15 
Legitimate Players at that time, then such player  will, immediately after  playing such fifth 
game with the Higher  Affiliate Team, cease to be eligible to play for  the  
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Higher  Affiliate Team for  the remainder  of the Season.  Where a player  who is eligible to 
play more than 5 such games after  January 10 with the player ’s Higher  Affiliate Team 
plays the player ’s sixth game with the Higher  Affiliate Team, the player may not, for the 
balance of the Season, play with the Team with which the player was registered immediately 
prior to playing that sixth game with the Higher Affiliate Team. 
 

RATIONALE: 

The amendment will clarify certain matters relating to the 15-player rule.  A Team that is 
in compliance with the 15-player requirement as of November 16 in any season will be 
deemed to be in compliance for the remainder of the season notwithstanding injury, a 
player quitting the Team or a release granted by a Special Committee.  The amendment 
will also provide, however, that a Team cannot fall below the 15-player requirement by 
having one of its players become an AP for its higher affiliated Team.  This will be 
prevented by providing that a player who has played 5 league and/or playoff games with 
his or her higher affiliated Team after January 10 will be an ineligible player for the 
higher affiliated Team if playing a 6th game for the higher affiliated Team would 
otherwise result in the Team with whom the player was registered falling below the 15-
player requirement.

A player who is registered with a Team 
and who is not dressed and played as a Legitimate Player  in any playoff game in which the 
Team par ticipates (other  than in the case where such failure to dress and par ticipate as a 
Legitimate Player  is a result of illness, injury, suspension imposed by OHF guidelines or  
League discipline, reasonable discipline imposed by Team Officials, the rotational sitting

The Player may be subject to further disciplinary 
action by the Board of Directors.  
(c) Any Team found to have violated any portion of Section 7.3 shall be assessed a fine 
of up to $500 and the Team Official(s) involved shall automatically be suspended for a 
minimum of 15 League games. Any individual not currently registered with a Club or a 
Team, and who is found guilty of tampering or complicity in tampering, will not be 
permitted to register with any Club or Team for the balance of the current season and for 
the following season.  
(d) Any charge for an alleged violation of Rule 7.3 must be submitted in writing, within 
21 days of the alleged violation, to the League Office accompanied by a $50 fee 
(refunded if the charge is validated) and including:  
(i) nature of alleged infraction or charge;  
(ii) date and location of alleged infraction;  
(iii) names of individuals (players and Team Officials) involved;  
(iv) names of Club(s)/Team(s) involved; and

Tamper ing shall not include any regular ly scheduled skating session held 
by a legitimate skating or  hockey skills instructor  who in the ordinary course operates 
a school for  the teaching of skating or  hockey skills, provided that such skating session 
is par t of the programme ordinar ily offered by such instructor , such skating session is 
made available to the general public and such skating session has been adver tised 
publicly for  not less than 60 days pr ior  to being held and provided that such 
instructor  or  the instructor ’s business is legitimately insured to protect the 
par ticipants against injury or  accident. 

 
(b) Dur ing the Season, any player  who, while registered with one Team, par ticipates in 

any training camp, practice or  on-ice skating session of the kind prohibited by Rule 
7.3(a) above that is organized by or  on behalf of a Team Official with any Team with 
whom the player  is not registered shall not be permitted to register with that Team for the 
balance of the current Season or the following Season.  The player may be subject to such 
further disciplinary action as may be imposed by the Board or  a Special Committee.

The amendment will impose upon Game Officials the obligation to assess a Gross Misconduct to 
any player who deliberately removes the helmet of an opponent generally as part of a fight.  In 
particular, this will require that a Gross Misconduct be assessed to a player who at the beginning 
of a fight cuffs the opponents helmet in order to remove it.  This amendment is being proposed on 
a risk management basis.  Players may be seriously hurt if punched in the face after a helmet has 
been removed.
